school feel waedomed and protected. Sac City is distributing to schools thousands of Know Your Rights
cards as well as welcome banners and lawn signs and working with local organizations to help sponsor
Know Your Rights forums at district facilities. In addition, SCUSD is asking students, employees and
community members to pledge their support for the Safe Haven campaign.
