Duties

DUTIES

The County Board of Supervisors created the Treasury Oversight Committee (the “Committee”) on February 27,
1996 in accordance with Government Code Section 27131. The Committee is responsible for reviewing the
quarterly Pooled Investment Fund reports, monitoring and reviewing the County Treasurer's annual Investment
Pohcy, and causmg an annual audlt of the Pooled Investment Fund portfolio. The Committee is advisory and
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the day-to-day operations of the county treasury.
