There is a need for increased vertical and horizontal articulation of curricula and 
instructional practices in all domains among Sacramento City Unified School District 
(SCUSD) preschool, early kindergarten and kindergarten classrooms. More specifically, 
it is imperative that SCUSD preschoolers develop the requisite language and 
vocabulary needed to achieve literacy success in kindergarten, which can have an 
indelible impact on their academic success throughout their schooling trajectory.
