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I.   OVERVIEW / HISTORY:  The Political Reform Act requires every local government 
agency to review and revise if necessary, its conflict-of-interest bylaw biennially.  On October 1, 
2014, the District submitted to the County Board of Supervisors a notice indicating that an 
amendment is necessary.  The amended bylaw must be submitted to the Board of Supervisors 
for approval within 90 days of filing the notice with the County.  As such, the amendment is due 
by no later than December 30, 2014.   After a review of Board Bylaw 9270, it is apparent that 
updates are needed in order to align it with the District’s changes to positions and overall 
organizational structure.  Previous updates to Board Bylaw 9270 have occurred in 2012, and in 
every even year previous thereto.   
 
 
II.   DRIVING GOVERNANCE: The Political Reform Act, Government Code Section 81000 et 
seq., requires every local government agency to review and update its conflict-of-interest code 
biennially.   
 
 
III.   BUDGET: No measurable impact. 
 
 
IV.   GOALS, OBJECTIVES, AND MEASURES:  The goal of this action is to ensure compliance 
with the Political Reform Act’s requirements that public agency decision makers disclose any 
potential conflicts of interest.  In light of the District’s Departmental re-organization and new 
positions that have been created over the previous two years, the amendment is necessary in 
order to ensure that required employees comply with the annual, as well as taking and leaving 
office, disclosure requirements of potential conflict of interests.  Completing this revision will 
maintain the District as a transparent entity that is in compliance with California public entity 
laws.
