Background/Rationale: In 2014, Assembly Bill 1817 was signed by Governor Jerry
Brown designating the last two full weeks in April and September as High School Voter
Education Weeks. This legislation provides an opportunity for high schools to partner
with county elections officials to promote civic education and participation, and foster an
environment that encourages voting.

The Resolution recognizes the importance participating in our democracy and
encouraging others to do the same. It also calls upon our high schools and staff to
encourage eligible students to pre-register to vote and to automatically become active
voters once they turn 18.
