Testing & Safety:

e 10% of vaccine allocation reserved for education workers

e While in the purple tier, as a condition of grant funding, districts are required to follow asymptomatic
testing cadence referenced by CDPH
o >14/100,000 - weekly testing of students and staff
o <14/100,000 - testing every two weeks for students and staff

e Two outbreaks of COVID-19 within a school prompts an immediate CDPH safety review
