ARTICLE 2I0RGANIZATIONAL SECURITY

21.1 Dues Deduction of Members

2154 Hold Harmless and Indemnity

2154.1 The Association agrees to pay the District all legal fees and legal costs incurred in defending
against any court action and/or administrative proceeding challenging the legality fufrtherse
agency fee provisions of this Agreement or their implementation. The Association agrees to pay
any damage judgment rendered against the District as a result ohdleecy feee provisions
previouslycontained in this Article or the District's implementation thereof. The Association shall
have the exclusive right to decide and determine whether any such action or proceeding referred
to above shall or shall not be compromised, resisted, defended, wieappealed.
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
